Hubbard Radio Chicago hosted a class of 15
students from Columbia College for a station
tour and Q&A with the Marketing, Promotion
& Production departments. The students
gained knowledge about the innerworkings
the radio stations and their various
departments.

On-Air Talent from WTMX's The Morning MIX
was a guest on the Erica's Mix Tape radio
show at Harper College. The on air interview
included discussions on women in media,
career oppportunities, social media and
podcasting.

The Hubbard Chicago Creative Services
group conducted training for the on-air staff
which included social media best practices
and podcast creation.

In 2022, Hubbard Radio launched the NXT
Leadership Program. This leadership
program identifies and develops leaders in
the company, inviting them to learn and grow
in a uniquely curated leadership training
program and participate in an Innovation
Summit in Minneapolis-St. Paul. Employees
are first nominated by management to apply
for the program. Following the formal
applicant process, Hubbard Radio Market
Managers select 1 participant per market.

A Summer intern job-shadowed the WTMX
afternoon show - McCabe & Jenny. She was
given the opportunity to sit in on a live show,
ask questions and gain valuable
learning/work experience.

Three Promotion Interns were hired in 2022.
They assisted with the execution of station
marketing plans and events, contests, and
other promotional activities during the
Summer months to earn college credit. One
intern job-shadowed various departments
within the company and gained valuable work
experience and contacts. Another worked
with the Social Media department putting their
skills to work. And the other was offered a
Promotion Assistant position due to their
enthusiasm and hard work.

A few Promotion Assistants expressed
interest in radio careers. This led to an
opportunity to job-shadow, ask questions and
learn about the daily duties of our Music



Director. The Music Director also shared with
them her experiences in the industry.

After a few months working in the field and
assisting the Social Media department, a
promotion Assistant wanted to get a better
understanding of what marketing a radio
station in 2022 looks like. Over the course of
that morning, she attended a MIX Morning
Show Meeting, a Marketing and
Programming Meeting, then a post meeting
Q&A and lunch.

Students from the lllinois Media School
visited Hubbard Radio - Chicago for a tour
and discussion with On-Air Talent from
WTMX. The discussion involved how he got
started in the world of radio and why he loves
working in radio. The students also had the
opportunity to ask questions about working in
the business.

The WDRYV On Air Talent (Middays)/Music
Director participated in a Zoom call for the
Rising Lights Project - a non-profit based in
the Fox Valley community dedicated to
creating environments for individuals
impacted by disability to thrive. Music, radio,
and podcasting were discussed and there
was a Q&A with the group.

A University of lllinois student from the
College of Media - Media & Cinema Studies
networked with various people within the
industry regarding internship opportunities.
She talked with the Marketing Director for
WSHE & WTMX. He gave her a better
understanding of the radio business, passed
along some of his contacts and let her know
about summer jobs available at Hubbard
Radio Chicago.

A Brazilian teacher who teaches English as a
Second Language has made to three trips to
Chicago and WTMX-FM over the years, with
the most recent being August 4, 2022. Her
program encourages students to learn the
language formally, but also to learn a
loosened and conversational way of speaking
and utilizes The Mix as a way to teach. She
used the Mix app and has the Midday show
on during her class hours. Since the first visit
to WTMX-FM in 2017, the program has
grown in size/reach. A connection with the
teacher and students is maintained via social
media.
